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I. statement

1. On March 31, 2003, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Second Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and to Waive Response Time.  Staff requests that the procedural schedule be modified to extend the time for filing of the parties’ initial comments to and including June 18, 2003 and reply comments to and including July 18, 2003.  Counsel for Staff states that he has contacted the other parties in this matter and that none have stated an objection to the motion.

2. Good cause having been shown in the motion, the Second Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule will be granted.  Response time is waived.

3. On March 31, 2003, Richard D. Spilde, Jr., Esq. and Marc D. Callipari, Esq., counsel of record for Eschelon Telecom, Inc., Electro-Tel, Inc., Advanced Telecommunications, Inc., doing business as Cady Communications, Inc., Cady Telemanagement, Inc., American Telephone Technology, Inc., and InTellcom filed a Motion to Withdraw as Counsel of Record in this matter.  Movants stated that their clients have been notified of this withdrawal and there is no objection.  Movants further state that alternative local counsel will be entering his appearance.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Second Motion of Staff of the Public Utilities Commission to Modify Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time is granted.

2. The procedural schedule is modified as follows:  initial comments shall be filed by the parties on or before June 18, 2003; reply comments shall be filed by the parties on or before July 18, 2003.

3. The Motion to Withdraw filed by Attorneys Richard D. Spilde, Jr. and Marc D. Callipari is granted.
