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statement 

1. By Decision No. R03-0043-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge set the procedural schedule in the above-captioned consolidated dockets.  

2. On April 7, 2003, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule (OCC Motion) and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The OCC Motion seeks an order modifying the procedural schedule.  The OCC Motion states that no party objects to the granting of the Motion and that no change in the hearing dates is requested.  

3. Granting the OCC Motion will not prejudice any party.  The OCC Motion states good cause, is unopposed, and will be granted with this proviso:  Decision No. R03-0043-I, other than the filing dates listed infra, continues in full force and effect.  

4. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R03-0043-I will be modified as follows:  (a) Intervenors to file answer testimony and exhibits on or before April 25, 2003; (b) Intervenors to file corrections to answer testimony and exhibits on or before May 5, 2003; (c) Applicants to file rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before June 6, 2003; (d) Intervenors to file cross-answer testimony and exhibits
 on or before June 6, 2003; (e) Applicants to file corrections to rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before June 13, 2003; and (f) Intervenors to file corrections to cross-answer testimony and exhibits on or before June 13, 2003.  

5. The OCC also requests waiver of response time.  As no party objects to the granting of the OCC Motion, response time will be waived.  

order 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel on April 7, 2003, is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R03-0043-I is modified as set forth in ¶ I.4, supra.  

3. Other than the filing dates modified by ¶ I.4, supra, Decision No. R03-0043-I remains in full force and effect.  

4. The parties shall make the filings set forth above.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel on April 7, 2003, is waived.  

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
