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I. STATEMENT

1. A technical conference was held in the captioned proceeding on April 3, 2003.  At that conference the representative of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) offered to supply to the Commission’s Advisory Staff workpapers and related calculations pertaining to Staff’s adjustments to certain financial data submitted by Aquila, Inc. in this matter.
  This material was to be supplied within one week of the technical conference.  However, advisory staff has yet to receive the subject workpapers and calculations.

2. Staff shall supply to Advisory Staff the workpapers and calculations referred to at the technical conference and in this Order on or before April 18, 2003. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission shall supply to the Commission’s Advisory Staff the workpapers and calculations referred to at the technical conference and in this Order on or before April 18, 2003.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately
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� Specifically, Staff was to provide workpapers supporting the calculation of its $49,572 adjustment to cash working capital and its $104,542 adjustment to employee benefits.  It was also to provide its calculation of the annualized AFDUC amount discussed by Mr. Garroutte in his testimony at page 25, line 14. 
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
