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I. statement

1. This complaint was filed April 18, 2003 against both Respondents, Qwest Communications and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.  In paragraph 3 of the complaint the following sentence appears:

Complainant is asking for an interim order from the administrative law judge for service to be restored pending the outcome of the requested hearing.

Subsequent to the complaint the Complainant Susan T. Burns apparently
 filed two amended exhibits which purport to show refunds due from both Respondents.

2. It appears that the Complainant has telephone service.  She has not demonstrated any need for additional phone service beyond that which she already has.  In the absence of any compelling reason to restore service to the disconnected telephone numbers, there is no basis to grant interim relief.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request for the restoration of service pending the outcome of this complaint is denied.  The Complainant Susan T. Burns may submit additional information if she seeks reconsideration of this ruling.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
