I. statement

1. On April 17, 2003, Stan Epshtein, Esquire, counsel for Applicant Comfort Transportation, LLC (Docket No. 02A-638BP),
 filed a Motion to Withdraw (Comfort Transportation-Epshtein Motion).  In the Motion, Mr. Epshtein states that the client has terminated the client-attorney relationship, effective immediately.  As a result, Mr. Epshtein requests leave to withdraw as counsel for Applicant Comfort Transportation, LLC.  

2. On April 17, 2003, Stan Epshtein, Esquire, counsel for Applicant Superior Care & Transportation, Inc. (Docket No. 03A-050BP), filed a Motion to Withdraw (Superior Care-Epshtein Motion).  In the Motion, Mr. Epshtein states that the client has terminated the client-attorney relationship, effective immediately.  As a result, Mr. Epshtein requests leave to withdraw as counsel for Applicant Superior Care & Transportation, Inc.  

3. On April 28, 2003, Intervenor Metro Taxi, Inc., filed a statement in which it noted, inter alia, that it has no objection to the granting of the motions to withdraw.  This was the only response filed.  

4. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21(c) governs motions to withdraw as counsel in proceedings before the Commission.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that the Comfort Transportation-Epshtein Motion and the Superior Care-Epshtein Motion state good cause.  Granting these motions will not prejudice any party.  The motions will be granted.  The parties will be directed to remove Mr. Epshtein’s name from their service lists and to serve both Comfort Transportation, LLC, and Superior Care & Transportation. Inc., directly.  

5. By Decision No. R03-0403-I, the ALJ ordered Intervenor Kidz Karz, Ltd. (Kidz Karz), to obtain counsel on or before April 28, 2003.  On April 28, 2003, Kidz Karz filed a statement that it has withdrawn its intervention in Docket No. 03A-050BP.
  This is the only docket, of the six above-captioned dockets, in which Kidz Karz intervened.  As a result, Kidz Karz is no longer a party in this consolidated proceeding.  The parties will be directed to remove this intervenor from their service lists.  

6. On April 23, 2003, Intervenor Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock), filed a Notice of Withdrawal of Intervention in Docket No. 03A-050BP.  This is the only docket, of the six above-captioned dockets, in which Shamrock intervened.  As a result, Shamrock is no longer a party in this consolidated proceeding.  The parties will be directed to remove this intervenor from their service lists.   

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Withdraw filed by Stan Epshtein, Esquire, in Docket No. 02A-601CPP is deemed filed in Docket No. 02A-638BP.  

2. The Motion to Withdraw filed by Stan Epshtein, Esquire, in Docket No. 02A-638BP is granted.  

3. The Motion to Withdraw filed by Stan Epshtein, Esquire, in Docket No. 03A-050BP is granted.  

4. The intervention of Kidz Karz, Ltd., in Docket No. 03A-050BP is withdrawn.  

5. The intervention of Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., in Docket No. 03A-050BP is withdrawn.  

6. The parties shall remove Stan Epshtein, Esquire; Kidz Karz, Ltd.; and Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., from their service lists.  

7. The parties shall serve both Comfort Transportation, LLC, and Superior Care & Transportation. Inc., directly.  

8. This Order is effective immediately.
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�  The Motion to Withdraw bears the caption of Docket No. 02A-601CP.  At the request of Applicant Comfort Transportation, LLC, that docket has been closed.  See Decision No. R03-0345 (mailed April 3, 2003).  Mr. Epshtein represented Applicant Comfort Transportation, LLC, in that proceeding.  Mr. Epshtein also represents Applicant Comfort Transportation, LLC, in Docket No. 02A-638BP, which is one of seven consolidated proceedings.  The Motion to Withdraw misidentifies the docket to which it applies.  The Comfort Transportation-Epshtein Motion is considered to have been filed in Docket No. 02A-638BP.
