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I. statement 

1. On February 18, 2003, the Commission issued Decision No. C03-0164 in this proceeding.  In that decision the Commission specified the annual report forms which “each utility holding a certificate of public convenience and necessity or letter of registration to provide telecommunications services,” and each registered reseller of toll services are to use to file their annual reports for calendar year 2002.  Id. at ¶¶ 3-4.  The Commission stated that the 2002 annual reports are to be filed no later than April 30, 2003, and that a filing utility may request an enlargement of time.  Id. at ¶¶ 5-6.  

2. The Commission also discussed the one filing requirement which cannot be waived or extended:  “All telecommunications utilities must also submit a copy of the report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 3 (emphasis supplied).
  The Commission stated that a “motion for extension of time may not include [a request for an extension of time for] submittal of the Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 6 (emphasis supplied).  

3. On April 24, 2003, Winstar Communications, LLC (Winstar), submitted a letter to the Commission requesting an extension of time to file its 2002 Annual Report.  Winstar seeks an extension of time to and including May 30, 2003.  

4. In the letter, Winstar states that it is a newly formed company and is in the process of integrating its financial reporting and other systems with those of its parent corporation.  In addition, its fiscal year ends July 31; and, as a result, it is difficult for it to create the calendar year annual report required by the Commission.  The letter states good cause, and the request will be granted.  

5. The grant of this extension of time will be predicated on Winstar’s timely filing the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  If Winstar fails to make this filing as required, the grant of an extension of time to file the 2002 annual report with the Commission will be null and void as to it.
  

6. On April 30, 2003, Complete Telecommunications, Inc. (Complete), filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Part of Annual Report (Complete’s Motion).
  Complete seeks an extension of time to and including May 21, 2003.  

7. Complete’s Motion states that the additional time is necessary to permit its certified public accountants to complete their audit report.  The motion states good cause and will be granted.  

8. The grant of this extension of time will be predicated on Complete’s timely filing the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  If Complete fails to make this filing as required, the grant of an extension of time to file the 2002 annual report with the Commission will be null and void as to it.  

9. On April 30, 2003, Covad Communications Company (Covad) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Annual Report (Covad Motion).  Covad seeks an enlargement of time to and including May 14, 2003.  

10. The Covad Motion states that the additional time is necessary because, despite diligent efforts, the data necessary to complete the annual report are not yet available.  The Covad Motion states good cause and will be granted, in part.  

11. The grant of this extension of time will be predicated on Covad’s timely filing the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  If Covad fails to make this filing as required, the grant of an extension of time to file the 2002 annual report with the Commission will be null and void as to it.  Thus, to the extent the Covad Motion also seeks an enlargement of time within which to file the Form DR 525, the motion will be denied.  

12. Both Complete and Covad need an immediate ruling on their respective motions.  No party will be prejudiced by waiving the response time to Complete’s Motion and to the Covad Motion.  The time to respond to Complete’s Motion and to the Covad Motion will be waived.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Winstar Communications, LLC, for an extension of time within which to file its 2002 Annual Report with the Commission is granted.  

2. The time within which Winstar Communications, LLC, must file its 2002 Annual Reports with the Commission is extended until May 30, 2003.  

3. Winstar Communications, LLC, shall timely file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  

4. If Winstar Communications, LLC, fails timely to file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue, the extension of time granted to it is null and void.  

5. The request of Complete Telecommunications, Inc., for an extension of time within which to file its 2002 Annual Report with the Commission is granted.  

6. The time within which Complete Telecommunications, Inc., must file its 2002 Annual Reports with the Commission is extended until May 21, 2003.  

7. Complete Telecommunications, Inc., shall timely file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  

8. If Complete Telecommunications, Inc., fails timely to file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue, the extension of time granted to it is null and void.  

9. The request of Covad Communications Company for an extension of time within which to file its 2002 Annual Report with the Commission is granted, in part, and denied, in part, consistent with the discussion supra.  

10. The time within which Covad Communications Company must file its 2002 Annual Reports with the Commission is extended until May 14, 2003.  

11. Covad Communications Company shall timely file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  

12. If Covad Communications Company fails timely to file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue, the extension of time granted to it is null and void.  

13. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Part of Annual Report filed by Complete Telecommunications, Inc., is waived.  

14. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Annual Report filed by Covad Communications Company is waived.  

15. This Order shall be effective immediately.
