I. STATEMENT

1. On May 1, 2003, Boulder Express, LLC (Boulder Express) filed a Motion to Extend Filing Date for Exceptions (Motion to Extend) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion to Extend seeks an extension of time, from May 15, 2003 to May 27, 2003, for Boulder Express to file exceptions to Decision No. R03-0436 issued in this matter on April 25, 2003.

2. On May 1, 2003, Boulder Express also filed a Motion to Shorten Response Time (Motion to Shorten) requesting that any desired responses to the Motion to Extend be filed on or before May 8, 2003.  The Motion to Shorten was granted on May 6, 2003.  See, Decision No. R03-0474-I.

3. On May 5, 2003, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), and Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Wolf) filed their responses to the Motion to Extend.  Neither SuperShuttle nor Wolf object to the relief requested therein so long as the requested extension applies to all parties wishing to file exceptions to Decision No. R03-0436.

4. Rule 92(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-92(b), and § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., authorize the Commission to extend the time for filing exceptions to recommended decisions.  The Motion to Extend establishes good grounds for such an extension and will be granted as to any party wishing to file exceptions to Decision No. R03-0436.
