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I. statement

1. On April 29, 2003, a Motion to Withdraw and Written Notification Certificate (Motion/Notice) and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request for Waiver) was filed in the captioned matter by Richard J. Bara, legal counsel of record for Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Wolf”).

2. The Motion/Notice requests that Mr. Bara be allowed to withdraw as legal counsel for Wolf in this matter.  The Request for Waiver requests that the ten-day objection period to the Motion/Notice provided by Rule 21(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-21(c), be waived.

3. As grounds for the Motion/Notice, Mr. Bara states that Wolf has indicated its desire to secure other legal counsel to represent it in this matter.  In the Request for Waiver, Mr. Bara contends that Wolf’s intent to secure substitute counsel warrants a waiver of the subject objection period.

4. The Request for Waiver will be denied.  The ten-day objection period provided by 4 CCR 723-1-21(c) is mandatory in light of the requirement that the Motion/Notice “…shall not be ruled upon until the objection period has expired.” 

5. The objection period has now expired and no response to the Motion/Notice, or objection to the relief requested therein, has been filed by Wolf or any other party.  The Motion/Notice is in compliance with 4 CCR 723-1-21(c) and states good cause for Mr. Bara’s withdrawal as Wolf’s legal counsel.  Accordingly, the Motion/Notice will be granted.

II. Order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Withdraw and Written Notification Certificate filed in the captioned matter by Richard J. Bara, legal counsel of record for Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, is granted.

2. The Request for Waiver of Response Time to the Motion to Withdraw and Written Notification Certificate filed in the captioned matter by Richard J. Bara, legal counsel of record for Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, is denied.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
