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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R03-0458-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) rejected two stipulations.  The first, filed in Docket No. 02S-411G, was signed by Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos Energy),
 the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), and the Staff of the Commission (Staff) (the Phase II Stipulation).  The second, filed in Docket No. 02S-442G, was signed by Atmos Energy, OCC, Staff, Select Natural Gas L.L.C., the Southeast Colorado Irrigation Association, Mr. Ronald Drosselmeyer, and Amarillo Natural Gas, Inc. (the Transportation Stipulation).  

2. On May 9, 2003, pursuant to that same Order, the ALJ held a prehearing and scheduling conference in these two consolidated proceedings.  At that prehearing conference, the parties suggested a procedure for addressing the two stipulations.  The ALJ found the suggested procedure to be acceptable.  This Order sets out the procedure for these dockets.  

3. On or before May 14, 2003, the parties will file three stipulations:  one will be an amended Transportation Stipulation; one will be an amended Phase II Stipulation; and one will address the Transportation Gas Cost Adjustment (Transportation GCA).  The ALJ understands that the two amended Stipulations will contain the language suggested in Decision No. R03-0458-I and will also address the concern about the maintenance portion of the Transportation Stipulation.  The parties do not anticipate any further hearings on these two Stipulations.  

4. The third, and new, Stipulation on the Transportation GCA will be set for hearing on May 20, 2003.  At the hearing, the parties propose to present additional testimony
 on the Transportation GCA.  

5. Following the hearings the ALJ will issue a recommended decision on the three Stipulations and on these consolidated proceedings.  

6. At present, there must be a decision in these consolidated proceedings on or before July 10, 2003 (the date on which the tariffs will go into effect by operation of law).  The ALJ finds that the proposed procedure likely will meet that deadline.  The ALJ finds the procedural schedule to be workable.  The ALJ will approve this procedure.
