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I. statement 

1. By Decision No. R03-0437-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted Staff of the Commission’s (Staff) Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The Order required the filing of a written stipulation on or before May 16, 2003.  

2. On May 12, 2003, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time (Second Motion) and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  This Second Motion seeks an extension of time, to and including May 30, 2003, within which to file the written stipulation.  

3. Staff states that the other parties in this proceeding support the Second Motion.  

4. Granting the Second Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Second Motion states good cause, is unopposed, and will be granted with two provisos:  First, there will be a hearing on the agreement; and a representative of each signatory will testify at the hearing.  See Decision No. R03-0437-I at ¶¶ 5-8.  Second, if the parties are unable to reach a written stipulation by May 30, 2003, the parties will advise the ALJ of this fact and will present a proposed procedural schedule within seven calendar days of the advisement.  

5. In addition to filing the stipulation, on May 30, 2003, the parties must submit a list of at least three proposed dates for the hearing on the stipulation.  If possible, the ALJ would prefer a hearing date within the first two weeks of June.  

6. The Staff also requests a waiver of response time.  As all parties support the granting of the Second Motion, response time will be waived.  

II. order 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time is granted.  

2. Absent further order, the parties shall file a written stipulation in this matter on or before May 30, 2003.  

3. The parties shall follow the procedural requirements set out supra.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
