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I. statement

1. On May 9, 2003, Applicant City of Thornton and Intervenor Union Pacific Railroad Company filed their Motion for a Prehearing Settlement Conference.  The assigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) seeks clarification of the request for a “prehearing settlement conference.”  This Commission routinely conducts both prehearing conferences and settlement conferences.  A prehearing conference is an on-the-record proceeding conducted under Rule 79(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The assigned ALJ attempts to establish issues and simplify the matter for hearing.

2. The Commission also conducts settlement conferences, which are off-the-record proceedings wherein an ALJ, other than the one assigned to the proceeding, conducts an informal conference for the purpose of attempting to reach a full or partial settlement between parties. 

3. It is unclear to the undersigned ALJ which of these two different proceedings the Movants are seeking.  Movants shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to supplement their Motion for Prehearing Settlement Conference to indicate which of the two above-described proceedings they are proposing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Applicant the City of Thornton and the Union Pacific Railroad Company shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to supplement their Motion for Prehearing Settlement Conference.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
