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I. statement

1. On March 14, 2003, Strasburg Telephone Company, Inc. (Applicant), filed its Application for Modification of its Local Calling Area and Motion for Waiver of Certain Commission Rules Pertaining to Expanded Local Calling (4CCR 723-2-17.3) (the Application).  Applicant filed its direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  Applicant has not waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

2. By Decision No. R03-0448 the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), inter alia, scheduled a prehearing conference for May 16, 2003, and listed issues which the parties must be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference.  

3. On May 13, 2003, counsel for Applicant orally informed the ALJ that Applicant’s counsel has a scheduling conflict which makes his appearance on May 16, 2003, impossible.  He requested that the prehearing conference be rescheduled for May 22, 2003, at 9 a.m.  

4. The request states good cause; in view of the procedure outlined below, no party will be prejudiced by granting the request; and the request will be granted.  The ALJ will vacate and reschedule the prehearing conference.  The prehearing conference will be held on May 22, 2003, unless otherwise ordered.  

5. If counsel for any party is unable to participate in the rescheduled prehearing conference, that counsel is directed to contact counsel for Applicant immediately.  Upon receiving this notification, counsel for Applicant is directed to coordinate with counsel for all parties (i.e., the Staff of the Commission, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and Qwest Corporation) to determine at least three days and times at which all counsel can attend the prehearing conference.  Counsel for Applicant is directed to communicate, in writing and on or before May 19, 2003, those alternative dates and times to the ALJ, who will set a new prehearing conference date.  If no written notification is received by close of business on May 19, 2003, the ALJ will assume that the May 22, 2003 prehearing conference date is acceptable to all parties.  

6. In view of the rapidly-approaching original prehearing conference date of May 16, 2003, and the lack of prejudice to any party, the ALJ will waive response time.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The prehearing conference scheduled for May 16, 2003, is vacated.
