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I. statement

1. On May 2, 2003, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify the Existing Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time.

2. Staff requests that the existing procedural schedule be modified so that intervenor answer testimony is due on or before June 6, 2003, rebuttal and cross-answer testimony will be due on or before June 17, 2003 and the hearing in this matter moved from June 2, 3, 4 and 5, 2003 to June 30, 2003.  Staff states that all parties need additional time to explore possible settlement prior to filing testimony and preparing for the hearing.  Staff states in its motion that it has contacted all of the parties of record and none have an objection to the motion.  Good cause having been shown, the motion of Staff will be granted.  However, the requested hearing date of June 30, 2003 is unavailable on the undersigned’s calendar, therefore Staff will be requested to provide hearing dates beginning in July, 2003, acceptable to all parties of record.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The unopposed motion of Staff of the Public Utilities Commission to modify procedural schedule is granted.

2. The procedural schedule previously entered is modified as follows:

(a)
Intervenor answer testimony is due on or before June 6, 2003

(b)
Rebuttal and cross-answer testimony is due on or before June 17, 2003.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for June 2, 3, 4 and 5, 2003 is vacated.

4. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall, within ten days of the mailing date of this Order, contact all the parties of record for the purpose of coordinating  new hearing dates.  Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall file acceptable dates with the Commission.

5. Response time to the motion is waived.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
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
