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I. statement  

1. On August 21, 2002, Applicant N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc. (Applicant), filed the Application which commenced this docket (Application).  The Applicant seeks a redefinition of the service areas of four rural Incumbent Local Exchange Carriers.  

2. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds the following:  The Commission deemed the Application to be complete on October 10, 2002.  No Recommended Decision or Commission Decision has issued.  The 210-day time frame provided in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., has expired.  A 90-day extension of time pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., is necessary because this matter has not yet been decided.  The additional time will permit the issuance of a Recommended Decision, the taking of exceptions (if any), and the issuance of a Commission decision on exceptions (should exceptions be filed).  

3. Section 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., provides for a hearing to be held.  At the request of the Applicant made within ten days of the date of this Order, the ALJ will schedule such a hearing.  The purpose of such a hearing, if held, will be to present evidence on the facts as set out above.  In the absence of a hearing and further Order of the Commission, the time for Commission decision will be extended 90 days.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Absent further Order of the Commission, the time for Commission decision in this matter is extended 90 days (i.e., to and including August 6, 2003).  

2. The parties shall abide by the filing requirements set out above.  

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
