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I. statement

1. On May 2, 2003, Angel Care Transportation, Inc. (Applicant), filed a Motion to Extend the Filing Date for Exceptions for 30 Days Pending a Decision on Governmental Funding for Transportation of Non-Wheelchair Medicaid Patients.  Applicant also requested that response time be waived or shortened.

2. On May 2, 2003, Greater Colorado Springs Transportation Company, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs et al. and/or RDS Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs (Intervenor) filed a Reply to the Motion to Waive or Shorten Response Time.

3. By Decision No. R03-0506-I (May 13, 2003), the motion to shorten response time was granted.  Intervenor was granted to and including May 13, 2003 to file a Response to the Motion to Extend the Date for Filing of Exceptions.

4. On May 13, 2003, Intervenor filed a Supplemental Reply, objecting to the motion for extension.

5. Having read and considered the pleadings filed in this case, the motion of Applicant for an extension of time of 30 days to file exceptions states good grounds, therefore the motion for extension will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Angel Care Transportation, Inc., to extend the filing date for exceptions for 30 days pending a decision on governmental funding for transportation of non-wheelchair Medicaid patients is granted.
