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in the matter of the application of schafer-schonewill & associates, inc., doing business as englewood express and/or wolf express shuttle, for an order of the commission authorizing encumbrance of schafer-schonewill & associates, inc., doing business as englewood express and/or wolf express shuttle’s certificates of public convenience and necessity puc nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 and of hotels of denver mountain carrier, inc., doing business as denver mountain express’s certificate of public convenience and necessity puc no. 55519 in favor of schafer-schonewill & associates, inc., doing business as englewood express and/or wolf express shuttle.  
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I. statement

1. On May 9, 2003, Intervenor M. Grover filed his Motion to Dismiss Application.  As grounds for the motion Grover alleges that certain requirements of Decision No. C01-368 have not been fulfilled or completed.  On May 21, 2003, Applicant Transferor filed a Response to the Motion.  For the reasons set forth below the motion should be denied.

2. Grover suggests that Decision No. C01-368 set forth a requirement that Certificate PUC No. 55363 could not be transferred again until the encumbrance was satisfied.  The decision made no such condition.  Absent evidence of the satisfaction of the encumbrance, the encumbrance will simply travel with the certificate.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Dismiss Application filed May 9, 2003 by M. Grover is denied.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.

However, Grover has been authorized to intervene in this proceeding as a creditor, in accordance with past Commission decisions.  Once an intervenor, a party is entitled to raise all issues.  See Ram Broadcasting v. Public Utilities Commission, 702 P.2d 746 (Colo. 1985).
