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I. statement

1. On May 22, 2003, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) filed a motion to set a second day of hearing in Grand Junction, Colorado.

2. Sunshine Taxi requests that due to numerous witnesses that have been listed by the parties, it is likely that two days of hearing will be needed to complete the case.  The hearing was scheduled for one day in Grand Junction on May 28, 2003.  Because it appears unlikely that all the Grand Junction witnesses can be accommodated in one day, the request to schedule two hearing dates in Grand Junction is well taken.  Although it would have been ideal to merely schedule a second day on May 29, 2003, one of the attorneys representing an intervenor advises that he is unavailable for hearing on the 29th since he is scheduled to appear for a party in another case on that date.

3. The scheduled hearing date of May 28, 2003 will be vacated and two consecutive dates will be rescheduled in Grand Junction.  The subpoenas issued in this case will be continued to the new hearing dates.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi to set second day of hearing in Grand Junction is granted.

2. The hearing currently scheduled for May 28, 2003 is vacated.

3. All subpoenas issued in this case are continued to the new hearing dates.

4. All parties shall within five days of the mailing date of this Order, file in writing with the Commission available dates in June and July, 2003 for the purpose of resetting two consecutive hearing dates in Grand Junction.  The parties will be notified of the rescheduled hearing.

5. Response time to the motion is waived.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
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
