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I. statement

1. The captioned application of the Bankruptcy Trustee for the Chapter 7 Bankruptcy Estate of The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours (Mountain Men) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on March 3, 2003, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on March 10, 2003.  

2. On March 27, 2003, The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as Scenic Mountain Tours, filed an intervention in this matter.    

3. The matter was originally scheduled for hearing on May 12, 2003.  However, the hearing was vacated pending Bankruptcy Court approval for the employment of legal counsel to represent Mountain Men in this matter.  See, Decision No. R03-0496-I.

4. On May 27, 2003, Richard J. Bara, Esq. (Bara) filed his Entry of Appearance in this proceeding.  The Entry of Appearance represents that the Bankruptcy Court has approved Bara’s employment as legal counsel for the Mountain Men in this matter.

5. Bara’s Entry of Appearance was accompanied by a Motion for Enlargement of Time (Motion) for Mountain Men to file its witness and exhibits list since the deadline for such a filing under Rule 71(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-71(b), expired prior to the time the Bankruptcy Court approved Bara’s retention as legal counsel.  The Motion requests that response time to the Motion be waived.

6. Good cause has been shown for the relief requested by the Motion.  Accordingly, the Motion will be granted and the response time thereto will be waived.  The Order that follows establishes a procedural schedule setting deadlines for the filing of witness/exhibits lists for all parties to this proceeding.    

7. The Motion also provides an advisement of available dates for a re-scheduled hearing.  In accordance with that advisement, the hearing will be re-scheduled for July 2, 2003, in Denver, Colorado.  Any objections to this hearing setting shall be filed on or before June 5, 2003.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Enlargement of Time and for Waiver of Response Time filed by The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours, is granted, consistent with the terms of this Order.  The response time thereto is waived.
