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I. STATEMENT

1.
Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed the captioned application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on March 27, 2003.  The Commission’s “Notice of Application Filed” (Notice) was issued on April 4, 2003.

2.
Timely interventions have been filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.

3.
The Notice originally directed PSCo to file its direct testimony and exhibits on or before May 14, 2003.  However, that deadline was extended to May 28, 2003, in order to facilitate settlement discussions  See, Decision No. R03-0520-I. 

4.
On May 28, 2003, PSCo filed an Unopposed Motion for Additional Enlargement of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits (Motion) and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request for Waiver).  The Motion indicates that the parties have been actively engaged in settlement discussions and have obtained substantive agreement on all but one point.  However, due to the current unavailability of Staff’s primary representative, they need additional time to conduct settlement negotiations.  PSCo requests another extension of time, through and including June 5, 2003, for it to file its direct testimony and exhibits or for the parties to file a settlement agreement.  Since the Motion is unopposed, it also requests that response time thereto be waived.

5.
In light of the Commission’s policy favoring the settlement of contested proceedings and the apparent progress made by the parties toward such a settlement, the Motion states good cause for the requested additional enlargement of time and will be granted.  Since the Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced by a waiver of the applicable response period.  Therefore, the Request for Waiver will also be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Additional Enlargement of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. On or before June 5, 2003, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its direct testimony and exhibits or a comprehensive stipulation between the parties resolving all issues in this matter.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
