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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R03-0505-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted the Unopposed Motion of Staff for Extension of Time and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  That decision, inter alia, required the filing of a stipulation by May 30, 2003.  

2. On May 29, 2003, Applicant Kinder Morgan, Inc., and Applicant Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (collectively, Applicants) filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Stipulation, to Reset Hearing Date, and to Request Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Applicants state that the parties need additional time to prepare the final stipulation and revised tariff language. 4. Applicants request waiver of response time to the Motion.  As no party opposes the Motion, response time will be waived.
