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I. statement

1. On May 27, 2003, the Administrative Law Judge assigned to the captioned proceeding granted the request of Applicant, the City of Thornton, and Intervenor, the Union Pacific Railroad Company, for a settlement conference to be conducted in this matter.  The undersigned Administrative Law Judge has been assigned to this case for that purpose.

2. In order to assist in setting the requested conference, the parties shall, on or before June 6, 2003, submit a written advisement of their availability for a one-day settlement conference to be held prior to June 27, 2003, at the Commission’s offices in Denver, Colorado.  In evaluating their availability, the parties are advised that their legal counsel as well as party representatives having settlement authority will be required to attend the subject conference.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before June 6, 2003, each party to this proceeding shall submit a written advisement of its availability for a one-day settlement conference to be held prior to June 27, 2003.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
