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I. statement

1. On March 14, 2003, Strasburg Telephone Company, Inc. (Applicant), filed its Application for Modification of its Local Calling Area and Motion for Waiver of Certain Commission Rules Pertaining to Expanded Local Calling (4CCR 723-2-17.3) (the Application).  Applicant filed its direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  Applicant has not waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

2. In accordance with Decisions No. R03-0514-I and No. R03-0448, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) held a prehearing conference in this docket on May 22, 2003.  All parties were present and represented.  

3. At the prehearing conference, Applicant proposed a procedural schedule and hearing dates.  The parties had discussed the proposed schedule prior to the prehearing conference.  There was general agreement with Applicant’s proposal.  Refinements and clarifications occurred during the prehearing conference.  

4. The following procedural schedule and hearing dates will be adopted for this proceeding:  (a) Intervenors will file their answer testimony and exhibits on June 27, 2003; (b) Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits on July 24, 2003; (c) Intervenors will file their cross-answer testimony and exhibits
 on July 24, 2003; (d) parties will file prehearing motions (including dispositive motions) on July 25, 2003; (e) parties will file responses to prehearing motions on July 29, 2003; (f) Applicant and Intervenors will file corrections to their testimony and exhibits on July 31, 2003; (g) a final prehearing conference will be held on July 31, 2003;
 (h) hearing will be held on August 4 and 5, 2003; and (i) parties will file their post-hearing briefs and statements of position on August 20, 2003.  

5. Rule 77 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, will govern discovery in this proceeding.  

6. Copies of all discovery requests and responses must be served on all counsel.  Discovery requests and responses are not to be filed with the Commission and are not to be served on the Commission advisors (including Commission counsel) identified by Staff of the Commission (Staff) in the Rule 9(d) Notice filed by Staff in these dockets.  

7. Parties should be aware that, with respect to any stipulation reached, parties are to provide, at the time the stipulation is filed and in addition to the hard copy required to be filed, an electronic version (on a 3.5” diskette in MS Word or MS Excel format) of the stipulation and of all attachments or exhibits.   

8. Parties are advised to be familiar with Rule 4 CCR 723-16, which governs the treatment of confidential materials in proceedings before the Commission.  

9. Parties are reminded of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-22(d)(3), which states:  “If a pleading refers to new court cases or other authorities not readily available to the Commission, six copies of each case or other authority shall be filed with the pleading.”  If a party wishes the ALJ to consider a cited authority other than an opinion of the United States Supreme Court, a reported Colorado state court opinion, or a Commission decision, the party must provide a copy of, or a website address for, that cited authority.  

10. With respect to documentary evidence offered during hearing, parties are advised to be familiar with the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-84(a).  

11. Parties should be prepared to discuss the following at the prehearing conference scheduled for July 31, 2003:  (a) order of witnesses, (b) order of cross-examination, (c) marking exhibits, (d) possible simplification of issues, and (e) admissions and stipulations which the parties may have agreed to or reached.  In addition, parties should be prepared to argue any pending motions.
