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I. statement

1. On May 2, 2003, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed its Motion to Dismiss and Motion for More Definite Statement.  By this motion Qwest alleges that it has insufficient information from the complaint to prepare a defense.  Qwest also recognizes in its motion that the Commission grants greater latitude to pro se litigants.

2. The crux of the complaint is overcharging.  The hearing will develop exactly what the overcharges are.  Qwest has discovery rights that it can exercise if it feels it cannot determine what it has charged the Complainant from Qwest’s own records.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Dismiss and Motion for More Definite Statement is denied.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
