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I. statement

1. On March 14, 2003, Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro or Applicant), filed its Application for Partial Waiver (Application).  The Application seeks a partial waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-31-22.4.  

2. Pursuant to Decision No. R03-0507-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) held a prehearing conference in this docket on June 2, 2003.  Applicant and Intervenor Staff of the Commission (Staff), which are the only parties, were present and represented.  

3. At the prehearing conference, Staff stated its opposition to the Application and, in general terms, the bases for that opposition.  The parties agreed that they would pursue informal settlement negotiations, at least for the present.  Should it develop that one or both parties would like formal Commission mediation, a written request to that effect must be filed.  

4. The parties agreed to the following schedule and hearing date:  (a) Staff will file its initial list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on June 23, 2003; (b) parties will meet for informal settlement discussions on July 1, 2003 (the discussions may continue beyond that date); (c) if it wishes to do so, a party may (but need not) file a supplemental list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on August 4, 2003; (d) if a settlement (full or partial) is reached, the parties will file a stipulation no later than August 12, 2003; and (e) hearing in this matter will be held on August 26, 2003.  Immediately following conclusion of the hearing on August 26, 2003, written statements of position will be discussed and may be ordered.  

5. Except as stated in this paragraph, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77(c) governs discovery in this proceeding.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77(c)(4) will be waived.  In the event a discovery dispute arises in this matter, parties must file motions to compel discovery.  

6. Discovery requests and responses are not to be filed with the Commission and are not to be served on the Commission advisors (including Commission counsel) identified by Staff in the Rule 9(d) Notice filed in this docket.  

7. With respect to any stipulation reached, parties are to provide, at the time the stipulation is filed and in addition to the hard copy required to be filed, an electronic version (on a 3.5” diskette in MS Word or MS Excel format) of the stipulation and of all attachments or exhibits.   

8. Parties are reminded of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-22(d)(3), which states:  “If a pleading refers to new court cases or other authorities not readily available to the Commission, six copies of each case or other authority shall be filed with the pleading.”  If a party wishes the ALJ to consider a cited authority other than an opinion of the United States Supreme Court, a reported Colorado state court opinion, or a Commission decision, the party must provide a copy of, or a website address for, that cited authority.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

2. Parties shall make the filings and follow the schedule set out above.  

3. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c)(4) is waived.  Parties will be required to file motions to compel discovery.  In all other respects, Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c) is applicable and governs discovery in this matter.
