I. statement

1. On May 27, 2003, Independent Electrical Contractors (Electrical Contractors), complainant in Docket No. 03F-162E filed a Motion to Amend the Complaint, Hold in Abeyance or to Reschedule Hearing Date, to Extend Deadlines and to Suspend or Delay Respondent’s Implementation of Changes.

2. Electrical Contractors states that a mediation session is currently scheduled at the Public Utilities Commission’s offices on June 11, 2003.  Electrical Contractors requests that the hearing currently scheduled for June 13, 2003 in Docket No. 03F-162E be rescheduled.  It also requests that filing deadlines be extended and that Respondent, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) delay implementation of its proposed changes that the Electrical Contractors is challenging in this action.

3. On May 28, 2003, Public Service filed a Motion to Consolidate the captioned complaint proceedings and to vacate the hearings in each of the complaints.  Public Service states in its motion that it understands that each of the complainants agree to mediate along with Public Service in this matter and that there is no objection among the complainants to consolidate the proceedings.

4. The motion of Public Service to consolidate the complaints for hearing state good grounds and therefore under the provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(a), the complainants will be consolidated for hearing.  All of the complaints contain issues that are substantially similar.

5. The motions of Electrical Contractors and Public Service to vacate the scheduled hearing dates pending the results of the mediations scheduled for June 11, 2003 state good cause and therefore they will be granted.

6. The Motion to Amend the Complaint filed by Electrical Contractors and its request for Public Service to delay implementation of changes it proposes until after the mediation or hearing also will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Independent Electrical Contractors to amend complaint, is granted.

2. The motion of Independent Electrical Contractors to Delay Respondent’s implementation of changes to the Xcel Energy Standard for Electric Installation and Use pending the hearing is granted.

3. The motions of Independent Electrical Contractors and Public Service Company of Colorado to vacate the scheduled hearing dates and to reschedule if necessary are granted.  All pretrial filing deadlines are suspended until further order.

4. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to consolidate Docket Nos. 03F-162E, 03F-147E, 03F-188E, 03F-190E, 03F-193E, 03F-194E, 03F-195E, and 03F-196E is granted.

5. The hearings in the following Dockets are vacated.

03F-147E – June 11, 2003
03F-162E – June 13, 2003
03F-188E – June 26, 2003
03F-190E – June 24, 2003
03F-193E – July 3, 2003
03F-194E – July 7, 2003
03F-195E – July 14, 2003
03F-196E – July 15, 2003

6. A hearing, if necessary will be scheduled in the consolidated case.  Complainants and Respondent shall within five days after the mediation notify the Commission in writing whether a hearing on the consolidated matter is necessary.  The matter will then be scheduled for a prehearing conference to schedule prefiling requirements and hearing date on the consolidated proceeding.

7. Response time to the motions is waived.

8. This Order is effective immediately.
