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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned proceeding is currently set for hearing on June 25, 2003.  See, Decision No. R03-0499-I.  On May 20, 2003, Michael L. Glaser (Glaser) filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing (Motion).  The Motion requests that this hearing date be vacated due to the unavailability of Glaser’s lead counsel, Mr. Cooper.
  It requests that the matter be rescheduled for hearing at a time convenient to all concerned.

2. On May 30, 2003, Mile High Telecom Partners, LLP (Mile High) filed its Response to the Motion (Response).  Mile High also requests that the June 25, 2003, hearing date be vacated due to the inability of its witness, Mr. Paul Meyer, to appear on that date.  The Response is accompanied by correspondence from Mr. Meyer’s physician indicating that he will be hospitalized and undergoing cancer treatments during the week of June 23 through 27, 2003.

3. No other party responded to the Motion.  Therefore, it is unopposed.

4. Since one of the primary purposes for continuing the previously scheduled hearing was to secure the personal appearance of Mr. Meyer, good grounds have been shown for granting a further continuance of the hearing.  As a result, the Motion will be granted and a status conference will be held in lieu of the previously scheduled hearing.  Topics for discussion will include all issues bearing on the availability of the parties, their counsel and their witnesses for a rescheduled hearing.  Counsel shall, on or before June 20, 2003, independently provide the undersigned administrative law judge with a listing of available dates for such a rescheduled hearing to be held prior to December 31, 2003.
  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing filed by Michael L. Glaser is granted.

2. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for June 25, 2003, is vacated.
