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I. statement

1. On May 28, 2003, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) filed a motion to set aside a portion of Interim Decision No. R03-0540-I; alternative motion that the instant docket be heard with Docket No. 03F-164CP on consecutive days; request for shortened response time; and request for expedited action.

2. Sunshine Taxi requests that the portion of Interim Decision No. R03-0540-I that denied Sunshine Taxi’s request to consolidate the instant docket with Docket No. 03F-164CP be set aside.

3. On June 4, 2003, Darrel G. Segers, doing business as Star Taxi (Applicant) filed a response objecting to the Motion.

4. In its motion to set aside, Sunshine Taxi essentially presents the same argument that it presented in its original motion to consolidate the two dockets, one being an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity and the other being a complaint case filed by Sunshine Taxi.  It remains the conclusion of the undersigned Administrative Law Judge that the cases should not be consolidated since the issues, evidence and law in the two proceedings are not substantially similar, and that consolidation may be prejudicial to the Applicant.  The Motion to Set Aside will be denied.

5. The alternative motion of Sunshine Taxi to have the two cases heard on consecutive days during the same week in Grand Junction, Colorado is reasonable, and should be granted.  The instant application case will be set in the following order for two days during the same week that the complaint case is to be set by separate order in Docket No. 03F-164CP.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi to set aside a portion of Interim Decision No. R03-0540-I that denied the motion to consolidate the instant docket with Docket No. 03F-164CP is denied.

2. The alternative motion of Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi to schedule and hear the application and complaint case on consecutive days during the same week in Grand Junction, Colorado is granted.
