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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Commission (Commission) on April 4, 2003, and public notice of it was given in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed (Notice) on April 7, 2003.  By this application, JME Services, LLC (JME), seeks authority to conduct contract carrier operations as more specifically described in the Commission’s Notice.

2. Interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), and Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels).
  

3. This matter is scheduled for hearing on June 10, 2003.  

4. On June 5, 2003, JME and Metro filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Stipulation).  Under the terms of the Stipulation, JME and Metro request that the captioned application be amended by the imposition of a restriction that would limit JME to the use of one motor vehicle with a seating capacity of between 7 and 15 passengers in providing service under the requested contract carrier authority.  The Stipulation requests that the Metro intervention be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the above-described amendment.

5. The amendment proposed by the parties in the Stipulation is unambiguous, restrictive in nature, and enforceable.  Therefore, the Stipulation will be accepted and the intervention of Metro may be deemed withdrawn.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention filed in this matter by JME Services, LLC, and Metro Taxi, Inc., is granted.

2. The intervention previously filed in this matter by Metro Taxi, Inc., is withdrawn.

3. The application filed by JME Services, LLC, in Docket No. 03A-133BP to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire is hereby amended to read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between all points in the Counties of Clear Creek and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I) Restricted to providing transportation services for:  (1) Jefferson County Human Services, 900 Jefferson County Parkway, Golden, Colorado 80401; (2) Graduate Activities Program, 3636 South Independence, Lakewood, Colorado 80235; and (3) Developmental Disabilities Resource Center, 11177 West 8th Avenue, Suite 300, Lakewood, Colorado 80524.

(II) Restricted to the use of one motor vehicle with a seating capacity of between 7 and 15 passengers.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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� On May 12, 2003, JME filed a pleading in this matter indicating that it did not intend to transport persons under the age of 17.  It is unclear whether this was intended as a formal request to amend the application in that manner.  In any event, Kids Wheels has not filed a pleading indicating that such an amendment would satisfy its interest even if it were to be offered.  Therefore, Kids Wheels remains an active intervenor in this matter and, absent the filing of a stipulation between JME and Kids Wheels similar to the one filed by JME and Metro, the matter will proceed to hearing on June 10, 2003.
