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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Commission (Commission) on April 4, 2003, and public notice of it was given in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed (Notice) on April 7, 2003.  By this application, Applicant JME Services, LLC (JME), seeks authority to conduct contract carrier operations as more specifically described in the Commission’s Notice.

2. Interventions were filed in this proceeding by Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), and Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels).  

3. This matter was scheduled for hearing on June 10, 2003.  

4. On June 5, 2003, JME and Metro filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Metro Stipulation).  Under the terms of the Metro Stipulation, JME and Metro requested that the application be amended by the imposition of a restriction that would limit JME to the use of one motor vehicle with a seating capacity of between 7 and 15 passengers in providing service under the requested contract carrier authority.  The Metro Stipulation was approved thereby resulting in the withdrawal of Metro’s intervention.  See, Decision No. R03-0625-I. 

5. On June 6, 2003, Kids Wheels filed a pleading indicating that its intervention would be withdrawn if the application was restricted to transporting “…only persons 18 years of age and older.”

6. The matter was called for hearing on June 10, 2003, at the assigned time and place.  John Elliot and Joanne Elliot appeared on behalf of JME.  No appearance was entered by or on behalf of Kids Wheels.

7. As a preliminary matter, JME requested that the application be further amended by the imposition of a restriction that would limit it to transporting persons 18 years of age or older.  JME also requested that the Kids Wheels intervention be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the subject amendment.  The additional amendment proposed by JME was found to be unambiguous, restrictive in nature, and enforceable.  It was, therefore, approved and the intervention of Kids Wheels was deemed withdrawn.

8. Withdrawal of the Metro and Kids Wheels interventions renders the application uncontested.  Therefore, it is eligible for processing under modified procedure pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-24, without a formal hearing.

9. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the undersigned now transmits to the Commission the record in this proceeding along with a written recommended decision.

II. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

10. By this amended application JME seeks authority to provide contract carrier services as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between all points in the Counties of Clear Creek and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I) Restricted to providing transportation services for:  (1) Jefferson County Human Services, 900 Jefferson County Parkway, Golden, Colorado 80401; (2) Graduate Activities Program, 3636 South Independence, Lakewood, Colorado 80235; and (3) Developmental Disabilities Resource Center, 11177 West 8th Avenue, Suite 300, Lakewood, Colorado 80524.

(II) Restricted to the use of one motor vehicle with a seating capacity of between 7 and 15 passengers.

(III) Restricted to transporting persons 18 years of age or older.

11. The verified application submitted by JME establishes that it is familiar with the Commission’s Rules, Regulations and Civil Penalties Governing Contract Carriers of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire and agrees to be bound by the same.  The application and the attachments thereto also establish that JME has sufficient equipment with which to render the proposed service and is financially fit to conduct operations under the authority requested.  Therefore, Applicant is fit, financially and otherwise, to provide the proposed service.

12. The letters of support appended to the application establish that the service proposed by JME is specialized and tailored to meet the distinct transportation needs of the contracting parties named in the application and that such service will not impair the efficient public service of common carriers serving the same geographic area encompassed by the application.

III. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of JME Services, LLC, to amend the captioned application by restricting any authority granted to the transportation of persons 18 years of age or older, is approved.

2. The intervention previously filed in this matter by Kids Wheels, LLC, is withdrawn.

3. Docket No. 03A-133BP, being an application of JME Services, LLC, for a permit to conduct contract carrier operations, is granted, as amended.

4. JME Services, LLC, is hereby granted a contract carrier permit to read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between all points in the Counties of Clear Creek and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(I)
Restricted to providing transportation services for:  (1) Jefferson County Human Services, 900 Jefferson County Parkway, Golden, Colorado 80401; (2) Graduate Activities Program, 3636 South Independence, Lakewood, Colorado 80235; and (3) Developmental Disabilities Resource Center, 11177 West 8th Avenue, Suite 300, Lakewood, Colorado 80524.

(II)
Restricted to the use of one motor vehicle with a seating capacity of between 7 and 15 passengers.

(III)
Restricted to transporting persons 18 years of age or older.

5. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

6. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

7. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

8. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
