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I. statement

1. On May 16, 2003, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) filed a Motion to Dismiss the captioned docket or Alternative First Motion In Limine.

2. Sunshine Taxi states that it served on Darrel G. Segers, doing business as Star Taxi (Applicant) its First Set of Interrogatories, Requests for Production of Documents, and Requests for Admission.

3. Sunshine Taxi states that Applicant has failed to provide appropriate responses to Interrogatory Nos. 8 and 11 and Request for Production Nos. 4, 5, and 6.  Sunshine Taxi attached to its motion as exhibits the discovery requests and responses.   Sunshine Taxi requests that since Applicant failed to adequately respond to the listed portions of its discovery requests, the Commission should dismiss the application or alternatively, in its Motion in Limine, prohibit Applicant from introducing any evidence in support of its application 

4. On June 2, 2003, Applicant filed a Response to the Motion.

5. Having read the discovery requests of Sunshine Taxi, specifically with reference to Interrogatory Nos. 8 and 11 and Request for Production Nos. 4, 5, and 6, and the Response by Applicant, it is concluded that the Motion to Dismiss or alternative Motion in Limine should be denied.   Applicant, who is appearing pro se in this docket, appears to have made a good faith effort to respond to the discovery requests of Sunshine Taxi.

Sunshine Taxi also requests that any letter or petition that Applicant may use at the hearing be excluded from evidence.  This motion is premature.  Sunshine Taxi will have the opportunity to object to any offer by Applicant to have support letters or petitions excluded from evidence at the hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Dismiss or Alternative First Motion In Limine filed by Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi is denied.
