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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 16, 2003, the captioned application was called for hearing.  Appearances were entered by Nana Ulman, daughter of Applicant Faina Ulman, and by Charles Williams, Esq., for Intervenor, Metro Taxi, Inc.

2. Ms. Nana Ulman explained that she was appearing on behalf of her mother, since her mother has difficulty with speaking and understanding English.  Ms. Faina Ulman is the Applicant in this case.  She is the sole proprietor of L & A Transportation Company.  Ms. Nana Ulman is not an employee or otherwise associated with the business other than to assist her mother in the day-to-day operations.  She indicated that she would probably be the new owner of L & A transportation Company in the near future.

3. Counsel for Metro Taxi, Inc., objected to a non-attorney appearing on behalf of the Applicant in this case and also argued that in view of the change in ownership of the business, Faina Ulman was not the proper Applicant. 

4. Under the provisions of Rule 21(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21, a non-attorney cannot represent parties to a proceeding.  Only an individual who is a party to a Commission proceeding may represent his or her own interest.

5. It was orally ordered that the case would be continued in order to give the Applicant in this case opportunity to obtain an attorney or to appear pro se.  In addition, since it appears that the ownership of the sole proprietorship will soon be changed, it would be appropriate to have that resolved prior to holding a hearing on the matter.  It was orally ordered that the case would be continued for a period of 90 days.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The application of Applicant Faina Ulman, doing business as L & A Transportation Company, Docket No. 03A-056BP is continued.

2. Applicant shall on or before September 16, 2003, advise the Commission of the status of the application and/or request that the matter be reset for hearing.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
