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I. STATEMENT

On May 27, 2003, the Administrative Law Judge assigned to the captioned proceeding granted the request of Applicant, the City of Thornton (Thornton), and Intervenor, the Union Pacific Railroad Company, for a settlement conference to be conducted in this matter.  See, Decision No. R03-0576-I.

1. On May 30, 2003, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) requested that the parties advise him of their availability for a settlement conference to be conducted prior to June 27, 2003.  The advisements submitted by the parties revealed that there were no commonly available dates for such a conference prior to that time.  Accordingly, the ALJ requested that counsel for Thornton contact the parties for the purpose of locating an available settlement conference date prior to the end of August 2003.  On June 17, 2003, Thornton’s counsel filed a pleading indicating that July 16, 2003, was a convenient time for all concerned.  Therefore, the settlement conference will be set on that date.    

2. In order to assist the ALJ, each party shall submit a confidential settlement memorandum of no more than ten pages in length on or before July 11, 2003.  The settlement memorandum shall contain the following:  (a) a brief description of the unresolved issues involved in this proceeding; (b) the party’s position relative to those issues; (c) the status/results of prior settlement discussions, if any; and (d) the party’s current proposal for settlement.  Only the original settlement memorandum should be delivered directly to the ALJ under seal and marked “CONFIDENTIAL SETTLEMENT MEMORANDUM IN DOCKET NO. 02A-483R”.  Copies of the settlement memorandum should not be filed with the Commission’s Information Center.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The captioned proceeding is scheduled for a settlement conference as follows:
