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I. statement 

1. On June 20, 2003, Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company, Kinder Morgan, Inc., the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Staff of the Commission (Staff) (collectively, signatories) filed a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation).  

2. On June 25, 2003, by Decision No. R03-0702-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge ordered the signatories to make specified filings on or before July 7, 2003.  The hearing on the Stipulation is scheduled for July 14, 2003.  

3. On July 3, 2003, Staff filed a Joint Motion for Extension of Time and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  Staff seeks an extension of time, to and including July 9, 2003, within which to make the required filings.  In the Joint Motion for Extension of Time (Joint Motion), Staff represents that, for the entire week of June 30, 2003, individuals essential to the preparation of the required filings were unavailable and, in addition, that the necessary Staff person was unavailable from June 23, 2003 to July 7, 2003.  Staff states that all signatories join in the Joint Motion.  

4. The Joint Motion states good cause, will not prejudice the parties in this proceeding, and will be granted.  The signatories will be ordered to make the required filings on or before July 9, 2003.  

5. Based on the representations in the Joint Motion, response time will be waived.  

II. order 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time is granted.  

2. The Parties shall make the filings set out in Decision No. R03-0702-I on or before July 9, 2003.  

3. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

4. Response time to the Joint Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
