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I. statement

1. On March 14, 2003, Strasburg Telephone Company, Inc. (Strasburg), filed its Application for Modification of its Local Calling Area and Motion for Waiver of Certain Commission Rules Pertaining to Expanded Local Calling (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-17.3) (Application).  Strasburg filed its direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  

2. The Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Keith M. Yefchak (Yefchak testimony) was filed with the Application.  Strasburg marked as confidential, and filed under seal with the Commission, a portion of pages 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 of the testimony; a portion of the information contained on Exhibit ELC-1; and all the information on Exhibits ELC-2, ELC-3, and ELC-5.  This Order addresses only the material marked as confidential in the direct testimony.  

3. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has reviewed the material marked as confidential.  The ALJ has made a preliminary determination that nothing on pages 3, 4, 5, and 6 of the testimony is confidential; that nothing on page 7, lines 18, 29, and 30, is confidential; that nothing on page 8, lines 1, 18, 19, 20, 21, and 27, is confidential; and that nothing on page 9 is confidential.  Based on her review, the ALJ intends to order that the materials identified in ¶ 3 be put in the public record unless Strasburg establishes that they are, in fact, confidential.  

4. Strasburg shall have five days within which to file a pleading stating the grounds for its claim that the identified data are confidential.  Pending ruling on such a pleading, if filed, parties accorded access to the identified materials shall continue to treat the materials as confidential.  

5. If Strasburg does not make the filing outlined in ¶ 4 of this Order, the materials identified in ¶ 3 of this Order will be treated as non-confidential and placed in the public record.  See Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-16-3.3.6.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Strasburg Telephone Company, Inc., shall have five days from the effective date of this Order within which to file a pleading which substantiates the claim of confidentiality made with respect to pages 3, 4, 5, and 6; page 7, lines 18, 29, and 30; page 8, lines 1, 18, 19, 20, 21, and 27; and page 9 of the Direct Testimony and Exhibits of Keith M. Yefchak.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
