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I. statement

1. On July 10, 2003, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in Resolution of Application Proceeding and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) in the captioned matter.

2. The Motion indicates that the Applicant, T3 Communications, LLC (T3), and the OCC have reached an agreement settling all disputed issues in this case.  The terms of the settlement are described in a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation), a copy of which was attached to the Motion.  The Stipulation has been executed by representatives of the OCC and T3.  The Motion requests that the Stipulation be approved and that response time to the Motion be waived.      

3. The Motion states good cause for waiving response time thereto since both parties have executed the Stipulation.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted to that extent.

4. The remaining relief requested by the Motion will be held in abeyance pending review of the Stipulation and the receipt of testimony from the parties explaining why Commission approval of the same is in the public interest.  A hearing will be scheduled for July 23, 2003, for that purpose.

5. At the hearing the parties should be prepared to discuss the following issues:  the specific terms of the financial assurance described in Section II, Paragraphs 1-3 of the Stipulation,
 the procedures necessary to secure payment on such financial assurance under the circumstances described in Section II, Paragraph 3 of the Stipulation; the basis upon which the amounts of the financial assurance described in Section II, Paragraph 2 of the Stipulation were ascertained; the relationship between T3 and T2 Technologies, Inc. (T2); the nature of Ms. McDonald and Mr. Coon’s relationship with T3 and T2; and the ability and willingness of the principals of T3 to fund its operations.  In addition, Mr. Coon should be prepared to adopt his pre-filed written testimony submitted in this matter on July 10, 2003.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in Resolution of Application Proceeding and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed in the captioned matter on July 10, 2003, is waived.
