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I. statement

1. On July 10, 2003, Intervenor Greeley Airport Shuttle, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Shuttle, Ltd. (Rocky Mountain) filed a Motion to Accelerate Hearing Date.  Counsel for Rocky Mountain states that he will be out of the state and unavailable to attend the hearing currently scheduled for August 8, 2003.

2. On July 11, 2003, Intervenor, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi), filed a Motion to Vacate the Hearing as currently set.  Counsel for Shamrock Taxi states that the principal of Shamrock Taxi, will be out of the state on the date currently scheduled for hearing.

3. On July 15, 2003, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), filed a Response to Motions to Vacate and Reset Hearing.  SuperShuttle states that it has no objection to the Motions to Vacate the Hearing.

4. No response to the Motions to Vacate was filed by Applicant, Kyle Buis, doing business as Pegasus Transit.

5. Good cause having been shown, the Motions to Vacate the Hearing currently scheduled for August 8, 2003 will be granted.

6. On July 2, 2003, Estes Park Express, Ltd filed a petition to intervene.  No response was filed. 

7. The petition to intervene filed by Estes Park Express will be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motions of Intervenors Greeley Airport Shuttle, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Shuttle, Ltd. and Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., to vacate the hearing date are granted.

2. The hearing currently scheduled for August 8, 2003 in Evans, Colorado is vacated.

3. All parties who have not already done so, shall submit within five working days of the mailing date of this Interim Order, their available dates in August and September, 2003 for the purpose of resetting the hearing.

4. The motion of Estes Park Express, Ltd. to intervene in this docket is granted.
