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I. statement

1. On July 1, 2003, Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC (Time Warner) filed a Motion for Reconsideration of Decision No. R03-0677-I mailed on June 18, 2003.

2. In this interim order, the motion of Qwest Corporation (Qwest) to modify the procedural schedule to allow a 60-day extension of time to file initial and reply comments was granted.  The basis for the motion was that Qwest was in the process of initiating settlement discussions with the parties. 

3. In its Motion for Reconsideration, Time Warner requests that the order modifying the procedural schedule be reconsidered and that new accelerated deadlines for filing comments in this docket be set.  Time Warner alleges that in its opinion, it believes Qwest is not acting diligently to initiate settlement negotiations and Time Warner also alleges that Qwest has not invited Time Warner or other CLECS to participate in negotiations.

4. On July 3, 2003, Qwest filed a Response to the Motion.  Qwest states that it does indeed intend to have all parties participate in settlement negotiations and that it has informed counsel for Time Warner that all parties in this docket would be involved in settlement negotiations.

5. The Motion for Reconsideration of Decision No. R03-0677-I filed by Time Warner is without merit and will be denied.  The deadlines for filing of initial comments and reply comments on August 18, 2003 and September 18, 2003 as established in Interim Order No. R03-0677-I will remain.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC for reconsideration of Decision No. R03-0677-I is denied.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
