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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application of Park Taxi, LLC, and Park Taxi, LLC, doing business as TIPS…Taxi Information Per Susan (Park Taxi, TIPS or, collectively, Applicants), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on May 28, 2003, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on June 2, 2003.  The application requests Commission approval for the transfer of Certificate No. 55700 from Park Taxi to TIPS.  It is currently scheduled for hearing in Estes Park, Colorado, on August 7, 2003.

2. On July 2, 2003, Estes Park Express, Ltd. (Estes Park Express) and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company (Stanley Brothers) filed separate pleadings requesting permission to intervene in this matter.  Estes Park Express is the owner of Certificate No. 54696.  That certificate authorizes passenger carrier services within at least a portion of the geographic area covered by Certificate No. 55700.  Stanley Brothers was recently granted permanent authority by the Commission to provide taxi service within the entire geographic area covered by the authority sought to be transferred by the Applicants.  See, Decision No. C03-0739, Docket No. C03-201CP.

3. The Applicants did not submit a response to the requests of Estes Park Express and Stanley Brothers to intervene.

4. Since the operating authorities held by Estes Park Express and Stanley Brothers duplicate, at least in part, the authority contained in Certificate No. 55700, they have standing to intervene in this proceeding as a matter of right under Rule 65 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-65.  Therefore, their requests to intervene will be granted. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The requests of Estes Park Express, Ltd. and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company to intervene in the captioned proceeding are granted.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
