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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned application of Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc. (Keystone), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on July 9, 2003, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on July 14, 2003.

2. On July 25, 2003, an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention was filed in this matter by Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Shuttle Express (Boulder Express).

By correspondence dated July 23, 2003, and received by the Commission on July 24, 2003, Keystone requests that its application be restrictively amended to read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 20195 to include the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in charter service, 

between all points in Keystone, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. By correspondence dated July 25, 2003, and received by the Commission on July 28, 2003, Boulder Express advises that its intervention in this matter may be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the restrictive amendment described above.

4. It is found that the above-described amendment is restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  The amendment will, therefore, be accepted and the intervention previously filed in this matter by Boulder Express is deemed withdrawn. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request to restrictively amend the captioned application filed by Applicant, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc., on July 24, 2003, is granted.

2. Unless further restricted, any authority granted to Applicant, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc., in this proceeding shall read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 20195 to include the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in charter service, 

between all points in Keystone, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. The intervention previously filed in this proceeding by Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Shuttle Express, is withdrawn.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
