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I. statement

1. On April 11, 2003, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 1388 – Electric.  On April 15, 2003, it filed Advice Letter No. 1388 – Electric – Amended to supersede Advice Letter No. 1388 – Electric, and Advice Letter No. 607 – Gas.    

2. On May 13, 2003, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission suspended the effective dates of these proposed tariffs and set this matter for hearing on September 5, 2003.  See, Decision No. C03-0484.  That decision also established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.

3. An intervention has been filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission (Staff).

4. On August 1, 2003, PSCo filed a Motion for a Further Modification of the Procedural Schedule (Motion).  The Motion requests that the deadline established by Decision No. R03-0841-I for filing PSCo’s direct testimony and exhibits be extended from August 4, 2003, to August 6, 2003, and that the deadline established by that decision for filing Staff’s answer testimony and exhibits be extended from August 26, 2003, to August 28, 2003.  As grounds for the Motion, PSCo states that it is unable to meet the current deadline for filing its direct testimony and exhibits due to a number of competing commitments involving its legal counsel.

5. On August 4, 2003, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) advised the parties electronically that response time to the Motion would be shortened to noon on August 5, 2003.  Prior to that time, counsel for Staff advised the ALJ that Staff would not be responding to the Motion.  

6. This is PSCo’s third request for modification of the procedural schedule governing this case.  The Motion will be granted in light of the fact that it is unopposed.  In addition, extension of the subject filing deadlines should allow sufficient time for hearing preparation in the event the matter does not settle.  However, no further extensions of the procedural schedule will be granted absent a showing of extraordinary circumstances.

II.  order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for a Further Modification of the Procedural Schedule filed in the captioned proceeding by Public Service Company of Colorado on August 1, 2003, is granted.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its direct testimony and exhibits on or before August 6, 2003.

3. The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission shall file its answer testimony and exhibits on or before August 28, 2003.

4. All other procedural deadlines governing this proceeding set forth in Decision No. C03-0484 shall remain the same.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
