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I. statement

1. On March 12, 2003, NTCH-Colorado, Inc., doing business as Clear Talk (Applicant), filed its Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier.  

2. On July 1, 2003, Applicant filed its direct testimony and exhibits.  

3. On July 25, 2003, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

4. On July 30, 2003, the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc. (CTA), filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

5. On July 30, 2003, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

6. Rebuttal and cross-answer testimony and exhibits are to be filed on August 14, 2003.  In addition, other procedural and filing dates have been established.  See Decision No. R03-0666-I.  

7. A prehearing conference is scheduled for August 25, 2003.  Hearing in this matter is scheduled for August 28 and 29, 2003.  Id.  

8. On August 4, 2003, Applicant filed its Notice of Waiver of Statutory Time Limit for Commission Decision (under C.R.S. § 40-6-109.5) and Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule (Motion).  In that filing, Applicant states that, due to unforeseen issues in other proceedings, it has been unable to devote the resources necessary to be prepared for hearing, and to provide information to other parties, under the current procedural schedule.  In addition, Applicant states that it will seek to reschedule all vacated procedural dates so that the delay in this matter will not exceed 60 days.  Further, Applicant states that it will confer with other parties jointly within 20 days and thereafter will submit a suggested procedural schedule and suggested hearing dates.  Finally, Applicant states that Staff and CTA do not oppose the Motion and that counsel for OCC is unavailable until August 12, 2003.  

9. In view of the foregoing, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that there is good cause to vacate the hearing and procedural schedule.  The ALJ further finds that no party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Motion.  

10. Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before August 29, 2003, a proposed procedural schedule and proposed hearing dates.  Prior to making this filing, Applicant must confer with all parties in an attempt to reach agreement on the schedule and hearing dates.  

11. In view of the need for prompt consideration of the Motion due to approaching filing dates, the unavailability of counsel for OCC, and the lack of opposition to the Motion from the other parties, the ALJ will order response time to the Motion waived.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. In view of the NTCH-Colorado, Inc., doing business as Clear Talk, waiver, the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., do not apply to this docket.  

2. The Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule is granted.  

3. The hearing scheduled for August 28 and 29, 2003, is vacated.  

4. The prehearing conference scheduled for August 25, 2003, is vacated.  

5. The procedural schedule contained in Decision No. R03-0666-I is vacated.  

6. On or before August 29, 2003, NTCH-Colorado, Inc., doing business as Clear Talk, shall file a proposed procedural schedule and proposed hearing dates.  

7. The parties must comply with the requirements set out above.  

8. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule is waived.  

9. This Order shall be effective immediately.
