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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. Jerry Duclon (and Electrical Contactors), Independent Electrical Contractors, Stahl Electric Company, Inc., Pine Valley Electric, Inc., Roberto Ramirez, Jerardo Ramirez, Michael Wales, and Stanmark Electric Company, Inc. (Complainants), filed individual complaints between the dates of April 11, 2003 and May 8, 2003, naming Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) as Respondent.  The complaints involved Xcel Energy’s  revisions to the Xcel Energy Standard for Electric Installation and Use (the Bluebook) relating to Xcel Energy’s desire to adopt an electric lever-type by-pass meter socket standard in Colorado.

2. On May 4, 2003, Public Service filed a Motion to Dismiss the Complaint.

3. Subsequent to the above motion, Public Service moved to consolidate the proceedings.  Public Service also requested that the hearing dates on the complaints be vacated in order to permit the parties to mediate the dispute using the Commission’s mediation process.

4. The Motion to Consolidate was granted by Interim Order No. R03-0606-I (June 4, 2003) and the hearings on the complaints were vacated in order to provide opportunity for the parties to mediate the dispute.

5. A mediation session occurred at the Commission’s offices on June 11, 2003.  During the course of the mediation, the parties successfully resolved all of the complaints.

6. On July 15, 2003, Public Service and the above named Complainants filed a Joint Motion for Dismissal of the Consolidated Complaint Proceedings.  The parties state that because of the successful negotiation through mediation, the parties seek dismissal of the consolidated complaints.  The motion will be granted.

7. Pursuant to § 40-6-104(2), C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for Dismissal of Consolidated Complaint Proceedings filed by Complainants Jerry Duclon (and Electrical Contractors), Independent Electrical Contractors, Stahl Electric Company, Inc., Pine Valley Electric, Inc., Roberto Ramirez, Jerardo Ramirez, Michael Wales, and Stanmark Electric Company, Inc., and Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. The consolidated complaint Docket Nos. 03F-147E, 03F-162E, 03F-188E, 03F-190E, 03F-193E, 03F-194E, 03F-195E, and 03F-196E are dismissed.

3. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to dismiss complaint filed on May 4, 2003 is moot; accordingly it is denied.

4. The consolidated Docket Nos. 03F-147E, 03F-162E, 03F-188E, 03F-190E, 03F-193E, 03F-194E, 03F-195E, and 03F-196E are closed.

5. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

6. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

7. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
