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I. statement

1. On July 29, 2003, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed an Unopposed Motion for Clarification, to Set Deadline for Filing Witness Lists and Copies of Exhibits, and to Waive Response Time.

2. In the Motion for Clarification and Request to Set Deadline for Filing of Witness Lists and Exhibits, Staff and the other parties state that they are uncertain of the deadline to file their lists of witnesses and exhibits.  This is due to the fact that the original hearing was continued to August 27, 2003, and the order setting the hearing did not establish a deadline for the filing.  Staff requests that the deadline be established so that all parties will be required to file their final lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits 15 days before the August 27, 2003 hearing date, or on August 12, 2003.  Since all the parties support this request, Staff requests that response time to its motion be waived.

3. The Unopposed Motion will be granted. The suggested final date for the filing of all parties’ exhibits and witness lists shall be August 12, 2003.

4. On August 1, 2003, Intervenors, OmniTRAX, Inc., and Great Western Railroad of Colorado, LLC (collectively OmniTRAX) filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time for All Parties to File Answers to Data Requests and for Waiver of Response Time.

5. OmniTRAX in its motion states that Staff served OmniTrax with Staff’s First Set of Data Requests on July 24, 2003.  Staff also served on Applicant, City of Loveland, (Loveland), Staff’s First Set of Data Requests on July 24, 2003 with answers due on August 4, 2003.

6. OmniTRAX states that it has recently obtained outside counsel and it needs additional time to prepare answers to the data requests.  Loveland also requests an extension of time to answer Staff’s data requests.


7.
Good cause having been shown, the Unopposed Motion of OmniTRAX for an extension of time for all parties to file answers to Staffs data requests and waiver of response time is granted.  The deadline for answering  Staff’s First Set of Data Requests is August 8, 2003.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The unopposed motion of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for clarification, to set deadline for filing witness lists and copies of exhibits, and to waive response time is granted.

2. All parties shall on or before August 12, 2003 file their final lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits.

3. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time for All Parties to File Answers to Staff’s Data Requests and for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

4. OmniTRAX, Inc., and Great Western Railroad of Colorado, LLC and the City of Loveland shall have to and including August 8, 2003 in which to answer Staff’s  First Set of Data Requests.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
