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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Blackcat Promotions, Inc. (Blackcat), was granted by Decision No. R03-0564 on May 22, 2003.  No exceptions were filed to that decision.  Therefore, it became effective and administratively final on June 11, 2003.  

2. Section III, Paragraph 6 of Decision No. R03-0564 required Blackcat to comply with certain filing requirements (i.e., tariff, insurance, issuance, and vehicle identification fee) within 60 days of the effective date of the decision.  In this case, on or before August 11, 2003.  However, it allows the Commission to extend the compliance period if good cause is shown.   

3. On August 11, 2003, Blackcat filed a request for a 30-day extension of the insurance filing requirement period discussed above.  The request indicates that Blackcat has submitted its application for the appropriate insurance coverage but has been advised by its insurance carrier that the application will take another three weeks to process.

4. Good grounds having been shown, Blackcats’ request for a 30-day extension of time to comply with the insurance filing requirement encompassed by Section III, Paragraph 6 of Decision No. R03-0564 will be granted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Blackcat Promotions, Inc., for a 30-day extension of time to comply with the insurance filing requirement encompassed by Section III, Paragraph 6 of Decision No. R03-0564 is granted.

2. Blackcat Promotions, Inc., shall file evidence of appropriate insurance coverage with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on or before September 10, 2003.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
