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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 5, 2003, Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company filed Advice Letter No. 47 with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).      

2. On June 12, 2003, the Commission suspended the effective dates of this proposed tariff and set this matter for hearing on October 3, 2003.  See, Decision No. C03-0647.  That decision also established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  The procedural schedule has been modified, in part, by Decision No. R03-0846-I.

3. Interventions have been filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.

4. A scheduling conflict prevents the undersigned administrative law judge from hearing this case on the currently scheduled hearing date.  In response to his request, the parties have advised that they are available for a re-scheduled hearing on November 4, 2003.  Therefore, the hearing will be re-scheduled to that date and the procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. C03-0647, as modified by Decision No. R03-0846-I, will be adjusted accordingly.
