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I. statement

1. On May 30, 2003, Monaco Adult Day Care, Inc. (Applicant), filed its Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  

2. On June 16, 2003, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Applications Filed dated June 16, 2003, at 1.  The Commission set the hearing in this matter for August 15, 2003.  Id.  

3. On July 11, 2003, Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), intervened and filed its preliminary list of witnesses and exhibits.  Metro is the only intervenor in this docket.  

4. On August 11, 2003, Applicant filed an Unopposed Motion to Continue (Motion), in which the Applicant asked that the scheduled hearing be vacated and rescheduled.  Applicant represented that no party opposed the Motion.  

5. Due to the absence of the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), the Motion was granted orally by Chief Administrative Law Judge Kirkpatrick.  The parties were notified of that ruling.  This Order memorializes that oral ruling.  

6. Counsel for the parties have provided dates they would be available for the hearing.  The Motion indicates that the parties are engaged in settlement discussions.  To provide time for the negotiations, the ALJ will schedule the hearing for September 23, 2003, a day on which counsel for the parties have stated that they are available.  

7. If a settlement is reached, the parties must file, at the time the settlement is filed and in addition to the hard copy required to be filed, an electronic version (on a 3.5” diskette or CD in MS Word or MS Excel format) of the settlement and of all attachments or exhibits.  

8. Applicant has not filed its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  From the Motion it appears that counsel for Applicant was retained recently.  To provide time for preparation of the list of witnesses and copies of exhibits, the ALJ will order Applicant to file, on or before September 5, 2003, its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

9. If it wishes to do so, Metro may file a supplemental list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on or before September 12, 2003.  

10. As the Motion is unopposed, response time will be waived.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion to Continue is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled for August 15, 2003, is vacated.
