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I. statement

1. On August 1, 2003, pursuant to Decision No. R03-0624-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) held the first day of hearing in this consolidated proceeding.  Ms. Debra Miller testified, and the subpoena duces tecum issued to Ms. Miller was discharged.  

2. A date has been scheduled to hear the testimony of Mr. Brian Chadwick, Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing.  That hearing will take place on September 3, 2003.
  

3. It is necessary to schedule a hearing to take the testimony of each Applicant, of the Intervenors, and of their other witnesses.  As there are three Applicants and two active Intervenors, the ALJ and counsel for the active parties estimate that the hearing will take five days.  Counsel for the parties have provided their dates of availability.  

4. Hearing will be scheduled for October 20 through 24, 2003, dates on which counsel indicate they are available.  

5. Concerning order of presentation at the October hearing, the following will control:  Each Applicant shall present its direct case in the order in which the applications were filed (i.e., first, Admired Transportation, Inc.; second, Care-4-U Transportation, Inc.; and third, Superior Care & Transportation, Inc.).  Each Applicant shall present, at one time, all its evidence in support of its application.  See generally Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-23-4.1.1 and 4.1.3.  When the Applicants have presented their direct cases, each Intervenor will present its case.  See generally 4 CCR 723-23-4.1.2 and 4.1.4.  Staff of the Public Utilities Commission will be the last Intervenor to present its case.  When the Intervenors have rested their cases, each Applicant (in the order set out above) will have the opportunity to present rebuttal.  

6. To assure that the hearing will conclude within the time allotted, each party must be prepared to begin its case immediately upon the conclusion of the preceding party’s case.  

7. In addition, to assure completion of the hearing within the allotted time, it may be necessary to extend the hearing beyond 5:00 p.m. on one or more days.  The parties and their witnesses should be prepared for that eventuality.  

8. The parties are directed to consult regarding the order of cross-examination and to consult regarding the order of witnesses.
  The parties will be ordered to file, on or before October 8, 2003:  (a) a consolidated list of, and order of, witnesses;
 and (b) the order in which counsel will cross-examine.

If the motion is granted, the testimony of Mr. Chadwick and of Ms. Reinertson or the designee will be heard on September 3, 2003.
