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I. statement

1. On August 5, 2003, Qwest Corporation (Qwest), the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule to allow for a 30-day extension of time for all parties to file comments and reply comments.

2. Pursuant to the provisions of Interim Order No. R03-0677-I (June 18, 2003), comments are due on August 18, 2003 and reply comments are due on September 18, 2003.

3. Movants state that they need additional time to negotiate a Settlement Agreement.  The parties are actively engaged in settlement negotiations.  Movants request that the time for the filing of initial comments and reply comments be extended for one month so that additional comments would be due on September 18, 2003 and reply comments on October 18, 2003.

4. Movants state that they have contacted all the parties of record and there is no objection the joint motion.

5. Good cause having been shown, the joint motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The joint motion of Qwest Corporation, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to modify procedural schedule and to waive response time is granted.

2. The dates for the filing of initial comments and reply comments are extended as follows:

Initial comments are due on or before September 18, 2003

Reply comments are due on or before October 18, 2003

3. Response time to the motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
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
