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I. statement 

1. On May 2, 2003, Applicant Norm’s Transportation Service, L.L.C. (Applicant) filed the Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application) which commenced this docket.  

2. By Notice of Applications Filed (Notice), the Commission gave public notice of the filing of the Application.  See Notice dated May 19, 2003, at 2.  In the Notice the Commission established a 30-day intervention period; scheduled the hearing in this matter for July 23, 2003; and established a procedural schedule.  Id.  

3. On June 18, 2003, Jose Arthur Martinez, doing business as Little Stinkers Taxi Cab Service, intervened in this proceeding.  

4. On June 19, 2003, Robert Noga of Twin Hearts Express & Transportation intervened in this proceeding.  

5. On July 7, 2003, Applicant filed a Motion to Vacate and to Reset Hearing (Motion).  The Motion was granted on July 16, 2003.  See Decision No. R03-0776-I.  

6. On August 13, 2003, in accordance with Decision No. R03-0776-I, Applicant filed a list of proposed hearing dates, agreeable to all parties, and a request that the hearing in this matter be held in Alamosa, Colorado.  

7. The hearing will be held in Alamosa, Colorado, on September 19, 2003.  This is the date which the parties have indicated is their preferred date.
