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I. statement

1. On August 1, 2003, pursuant to Decision No. R03-0624-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) held the first day of hearing in this consolidated proceeding.  

2. A date has been scheduled to take the testimony of Mr. Brian Chadwick, Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing.  That hearing will take place on September 3, 2003.  

3. On August 5, 2003, Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), filed a Motion to Endorse Ms. Karen Reinertson, Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, or a Designated C.R.C.P. 30(b)(6) Representative as a Witness to Testify on September 3, 2003 (Metro Motion).  In its motion Metro asks permission to endorse Ms. Reinertson, or a representative of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing designated pursuant to Colo.R.Civ.P. 30(b)(6), as a witness for the September 3, 2003, hearing.  

4. Response time to the Metro Motion expired on August 19, 2003.  No response was filed.  

5. The Metro Motion is unopposed.  The Metro Motion states good cause, and granting the Metro Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Metro Motion will be granted.  

6. The Metro Motion states that the endorsed witness may testify concerning “the basis for the formation of the [recently-amended] rules [of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing], the reasons why taxis have been disqualified as an available transportation provider[,] as well as other matters relating to the implementation of the new rules and other matters relevant to these applications.”  In granting the Metro Motion, the ALJ is neither finding nor indicating that all the subject matter areas identified by Metro are within the scope of this consolidated proceeding.  Granting the Metro Motion does not limit in any way a party’s opportunity at the hearing to offer testimony and exhibits, or to object to offered testimony and exhibits, on the identified subject matter areas.  

7. Absent further order, September 3, 2003, will be the only opportunity the parties will have to present the testimony of, and to cross-examine, Ms. Reinertson or a designated Colo.R.Civ.P. 30(b)(6) representative of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing who has been subpoenaed to testify.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Endorse Ms. Karen Reinertson, Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, or a Designated C.R.C.P. 30(b)(6) Representative as a Witness to Testify on September 3, 2003, is granted.  

2. Ms. Karen Reinertson, Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, or a designated Colo.R.Civ.P. 30(b)(6) representative of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing shall testify at the hearing scheduled for September 3, 2003.  

3. Any subpoena or subpoena duces tecum served on Ms. Karen Reinertson, Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, or a designated Colo.R.Civ.P. 30(b)(6) representative of the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing to testify in this proceeding is returnable on September 3, 2003, at 11:00 a.m.  

4. Parties shall comply with the requirements of the Order, stated above.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
